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NO OTHER GODS

We live in an idolatrous age. Does this statement shock or
surprise you? Do you think, “I don’t know anyone who worships
idols.” Think about the statement again. Worship is part of man’s
nature. Whether he likes it or not, he is continually reaching out
to something larger than he is. Sometimes these efforts are
good. But often they are misguided. OUR GOD IS ONE, not
many. Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is one
(Deuteronomy 6:4). If men do not worship him, they worship
idols, because it is obvious that many people spend much time,
effort and money on objects, but not on God.

One of the Ten Commandments (not the Ten Suggestions) was
an instruction from God that the Jewish people should not
worship anyone or anything but Him. God is superior to all else.
He alone is worthy of worship.

God promised the Jewish people that they would be punished
when they did turn from Him to idols, but they ignored Him. The
Bible says they worshiped idols under every green tree, and did
evil continually. For this reason, God allowed the northern
kingdom to be taken captive by Assyria. Two hundred years
later, He allowed Babylon to carry away the Jews of the southern
kingdom. When the Jewish people were finally released and
allowed to return home to Palestine, they had learned their
lesson; never again did they turn to idols.

We need to remember today that our worship should be directed
only to God. Some people worship idols, such as Buddha. These
people need the gospel. Some people worship money. Some
worship themselves. Others worship popularity. Still others
worship fame. Some idols are not as obvious as those made of
wood and stone. However, these gods are more deadly because
they are not obvious.

God is the only one worthy of our worship and devotion. He
existed before all things; we could not create Him because we
cannot imagine all that He is.

J.B.Phillips wrote an interesting book entitled, Your God Is Too
Small, in which he shows various ideas of God which limit Him.
Some people think of God as just a policeman. Others think of
Him as a Santa Claus. Still others limit His care to their own
nation. In all of these cases, their God is too small. This, too, is
idolatry of a sort. The only one true God is the loving Father who
was revealed in Jesus Christ.
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When someone says, “What is God like?” point them to the
pages of the Bible. There, we find:

God is Omnipresent : He is always near; no place is farther from
Him than any other place; He is not limited to any spacial
dimensions.

God is Omnipotent : He can do anything that doesn't violate His
nature; He's all-powerful; nothing is impossible for Him; His
power is unlimited and unrestricted except by His own choice.
God is Omniscient : He knows everything; nothing is hidden;
nothing goes unnoticed; no situation is beyond His ability to
grasp; all mysteries are clear to Him; no one can tell Him
something He doesn’t already know.

God is Sovereign : He is the ultimate ruler of the universe; no
one is greater in authority or power than He; no sin or
disobedience can thwart the purposes He desires to bring to
pass.

God is Eternal : He has always been; He will always be; He had
no beginning; He'll have no end; He is the creator of time; He is
not subject to time, but rules over it.

God is Immutable: He doesn’t change; He isn't getting better;
His beauty can’t be diminished; He doesn’t grow or increase;
He's perfect the way He is and we can rest assured He will
continue that way.

God is Infinite : He is unlimited; whatever He is, He is to an
infinite degree; you can’'t measure any part of Him or His
attributes; He is inexhaustible in every aspect of His being.

God could not show His face to us because we are sinful
humans; our earthly bodies could not contain the brilliance of His
goodness. Instead, Jesus is the mirror that shows us the Father.
He lived in an earthly form like ours, so men could bear to look
at Him, to touch Him. God is like Jesus, and Jesus is like God.
If we have seen Christ, we have seen the Father. No one should
worship an unknown God because God has made Himself
known to us.

God is Holy: He is pure; He's without fault; He can’t be compared
to anyone or anything because He's so different from all we've
known or experienced.

God is Wise: He uses His knowledge skillfully; He makes sense;
He is no fool; His counsel can be trusted.

God is Good : He has no evil and can do no evil; He works for the
benefit of His creatures; He can be trusted with our well-being.
God is Just : He is fair; He doesn't tolerate unrighteousness; he
will make sure every wrong will be made right; He is impatrtial.
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God is Loving : Sacrifice is in God’s very nature; He cares; He
gives; He serves; He works to bring about what we need; He's
compassionate; He's sensitive; He chooses to let us matter to
Him.

We can find many other words that describe Him as well. The
more we get to know the Bible -- the more we get to know the
Lord -- the more we discover the manifold descriptions of His
nature. And we worship Him for the many and varied facets of
His being.

Idolatry today will not be punished by exile from our homes, as
the Jews were punished. God will reward such evil-doers by
punishment in hell. This is not a pleasant thought, but why would
an idolator be interested in living in heaven when he has never
prepared for going there? God will be in heaven in all His
wonderful goodness. He will be worshiped continually by His
saints. Idolatry will be unknown.

Let us worship God in spirit and in truth, appreciating the fact that
we know Him because Jesus has shown Him to us. Let us avoid
any attraction with things that might turn us away from Him. Let
us show the true God to others in Christlike lives.

THE LORD’S INDWELLING
In his book The Imitation of Christ, Thomas A Kempis writes
speaking as God,

“I am the lover of purity and the giver of all holiness. | seek a
pure heart and there | make my resting place.... If you want me
to come to you and to remain with you, rid yourself of the old
leaven and cleanse the dwelling place of your heart.
“Nevertheless, you must realize that you cannot make
adequate preparation for Me through your own merits , even
if you prepared for an entire year with your mind on nothing else.
It is through My generosity and love that you are invited to come
to Me; just as if a beggar were invited to a rich man’s dinner and
could only say thanks for the kindness shown to him.

“Do the best you can and as well as you can;  not from habit
or necessity, but with reverential fear and affection.... Remember
who condescends to come to you! | am He who invited you! |
will make up whatever is lacking in you. Come, then, and receive
Me!”

Always and completely we are dependent on Christ to finish the
process of our salvation. But we are called to make the best
preparations for Him in our hearts that we can make. Moses said
that we should be holy as God is holy because God is holy
(Leviticus 11:44-45). Jesus told us to be perfect (the Greek word
means complete or whole) as God is perfect (Matthew 5:28). The
apostle Paul told us to work out our salvation with fear and
trembling (Philippians 2:12). Even though we are dependent on
Jesus, there is clearly a scriptural obligation placed on each of
us to be “growing” in our relationship with Jesus Christ. But how
do we grow in our relationship with Him?

We grow in our relationship with the Lord through the study and
diligent application of the truths taught in His word. The process
begins at our celebrations. The author of Hebrews wrote, “ do not
forsake the assembling of yourselves together” (Hebrews 10:25)
for in so doing we “spur one another toward love and good
deeds” (Hebrews 10:24). How is you attendance at our

celebrations? Are you there to spur others towards love and
good works? The process continues through our attendance at

an Adult Bible Fellowship (Sunday School Class). There, we pray
for each other and love and encourage each other. There, we
begin to work together to bring others into relationship with Him.
Are you attending an ABF? The process continues as we
become involved in a Spiritual Growth Group where we become
involved in understanding and applying the teachings of the
scripture in a group of friends who hold us lovingly accountable
to the process of growing in the Lord. Are you attending a
Spiritual Growth Group?

Thomas A Kempis wrote, “Try the best you can....” And he
promised that if we do, Christ will make up the shortage. But, are
you really trying the best you can to prepare your heart for the
Lord’s indwelling?

THINGS TO THINK ABOUT!
SMALL GROUPS AND JESUS
One of the greatest attributes of Jesus was his undying
commitment to team. One of the first objectives of his earthly
ministry was to set up his own “small group” - the disciples.
When | think of the local church and the different forms and
functions it can take, a non-negotiable to Christ is the primary
importance for us to operate as a team and in the structure of
small groups. If you would attend any Christian body in the
eastern world you would immediately notice the value placed on
smaller groups outside the larger worshipping body on Sundays.
In fact, they don’t even look at its importance as an addendum to
the discipleship process. When you become a believer you
become part of a smaller group, “a team” - period! Only in the
USA and the western world do we see the struggle in getting
people to prioritize the value of getting together with other
believers in a smaller group setting for accountability and growth.
Why is this the case?
Are you a part of a small spiritual growth group? We always
have more growing in the Lord to do. Why not get involved in the
growth process and move toward spiritual health? Please call the
church office to find out which group you can join.

HOW DID | SPEND MY YEARS?
Statisticians tell us that the average life span is now around 75
years. If you are under 30 then you think that is a long time. If
you are around 50 or 60, you are beginning to realize that is not
really very long at all. A few years ago someone went to the
trouble to research what people do with their time. If we live to be
75, most of us will have spent:
>> 3 years, 24 hours a day, acquiring an education —
grade school, high school, college.
>> 7 years eating, 24 hours a day — some more, some
less, obviously
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>> 14 years, day and night, working.
>> 5 years riding in automobiles or airplanes, etc.
>> 5 years talking with each other — again some more
and some less
>> 1 year sick or recovering from sickness
>> 24 years of our life sleeping!
>> 3 years reading books, magazines, and newspapers
>> 12 years amusing ourselves —watching TV, going to
the movies, fishing, etc.
That makes 74 years. As | looked at these statistics | began
thinking. Let us suppose that you spent every Sunday of your life,
for 75 years - through infancy, childhood, adulthood, old age —
worshiping during two church services each Lord’s Day. If you
did, how much time would you have spent worshiping God?

Figure it out — the answer is less than 11 months. Let's double it
because you have always attended two Bible classes each week.
If you have never missed a Bible class in all your life, that still
just totals 11 months or a total of 22 months combined with
worship.

Think about that — 5 years in an automobile and just 22 months
in church! Twelve years amusing ourselves in front of a TV, and
just 22 months worshiping God Almighty and studying His word.

And that is if you have always attended and never missed!
That tells us a little bit about the brevity of time and our priorities
